Recommended Routes 
The following proposed routes are marked with a classification: 

·  Easy = Can be sailed without navigation chart in addition to the scenery map 
occurring with <F2> 



·  Normal = Can be sailed without navigation chart in addition to the scenery map but it 
would be helpful to have the navigation chart in parallel. 

·  Difficult = Can be sailed only with a navigation chart in parallel to the scenery map. 
 
Hint: In case you do not have the navigation charts of this region available there is the 
opportunity to download the free navigation software from http://www.navichart.com/. This 
company offers good trial software. The software cannot be connected to the Sail Simulator. I 
am expecting that they have blocked the COM port in their trial software. 
 

1. Gelting to Schleimünde 
·  Start in Gelting at 54°45,7’N 009°52’E, 
·   Leaving the harbour and take course 005° till you reach lighthouse 

Kalkgrund,  
·  Change course to southeast and follow the coastline till you reach 

lighthouse Schleimünde.  
·  Here you can continue with route No 2 or 3.

2. Schleimünde into Schlei 
·  At Schleimünde change course to West and follow the buoys. Here you 

pass the marinas of 
Maasholm,

 Kappeln

and Arnis.  
·  Unfortunately the Schlei ends at 009°47’E in my scenery – in reality it 

continues till Schleswig. 
3. Schleimünde to Eckernförde 

·  Follow the coastline till Eckernförde passing Marina Damp.

4. Kiel-Holtenau/Kiel-Canal-Lock to Lighthouse Kiel 
·  Starting at 54°21,85’N 010°7,7’E in front of the canal lock. You have to 

take the left lock to pass.  
·  After passing change course to NNE and follow the buoys to lighthouse 

Kiel.

5. Burgstaaken to Heiligenhafen 

·  Starting in Burgstaaken at 54°25,2’N 011°11,6’E and follow the buoys 
till you reach buoys “Burg 1”(G) at 54°24,1’N 011°12,25’E.  

·  Here change course to 210° till you reach buoy “Fehmarnsund RW” at 
54°22,6N 011°10,7’E.  

·  Change course to 305° till you reach Fehmarnsund Bridge.  
·  Change course to 270° till “Fehmarnsund 4” 54°24,3’N 011°4’E.  
·  Change course to 216° till you reach buoy “Heiligenhafen 1” at 

54°22,25’N 011°1,7’E.  
·  Here change course to West and follow the buoys till 

Heiligenhafen.

6. Passing Marstal 

·  Start Starts at buoy “Marstal RW North” 54°52,75N 010°34,23E. Take 
course 255°till buoy “Marstal BY” at 54°52,25’ 010°31,35’E.  

·  Here follow the buoys till the lighthouse of Marstal. 
·  Here change course to Southeast and later to 319°.

Alternatively you can also enter the harbour. 



 
7. Nakskov 

 
·  Starts at buoy “Enehöje RW” at 54°51,9N 010°56,55’E.  
·  Follow  the buoys with course 120° till buoy “Enehöje BYB” 54°50,9’N 

010°59,26’E.  
·  Than course 176° till “Enehöje YB” at 54°50,4’N 010°59,5’E. 
·  Here new course 94° till “Enehöje BY” at 54°50,2’N 011°0,14’E.  
·  Then new course 131° till Ramsö Leading Light Low.  
·  Here turn to East and follow the buoys till Nakskov harbour..
